     1. Fill out entry form and return by mail or in person to: OGACC 1st Annual   Gingerbread House Contest, 45 Pilgrim Pathway, Ocean Grove, NJ, 07756. Entry forms may be downloaded from the Chamber of Commerce website, or picked up in person at the above address, Tuesday to Saturday, 11am to 3pm.

Completed entry forms, along with a non-refundable $10 application fee, must be received by Wednesday, November 30, 2011. Checks should be made payable to: OGACC. Only one entry per person allowed.

2. All Gingerbread House entries must be an attempt to represent an actual Ocean Grove building, house, or structure, and labeled as such. Examples: Centennial Cottage, Beersheba Well, Ocean Grove Tent House, or an Ocean Grove cottage, business, or dwelling. More points will be awarded for historical accuracy.

3. The entire display must be mounted on a 1/2” or 3/4” plywood base, up to 24” sq. in size. Base top should be covered in material, ribbon or icing. No entry can exceed 2 feet in height. Electric lights and candles of any kind are not permitted. OGACC reserves the right not to display entries that are deemed inappropriate or unstable.

4. The entire display, excluding the base, must be made of edible materials. Styrofoam, cardboard, and other support materials are not permitted. Entries must be constructed mainly of gingerbread and icing;

unwrapped candy and other edible materials may also be used. Edible materials include candies, nuts, cereal, crackers, pasta, and any other edible food item that does not include a wrapper, stick, or other non-edible materials. No Gingerbread Kits are permitted, and such entrants will be disqualified. 

5. Attach a 3”x5” card to your entry, with your name, address, phone number, title of entry, such as “Ocean Grove Fishing Pier”, and category entered. Categories are described on the entry form.

6. All gingerbread creations must be delivered to GROVE HALL, 15 Pilgrim Pathway, Ocean Grove, NJ between 4 and 7pm on Thursday, Dec. 8th, where they will remain until judging and display events are completed.

7. Entries will be judged on Sunday, Dec. 11, 2011, on the basis of creativity, originality, overall appearance, historical accuracy and adherence to the theme, architecture, craftsmanship, and adherence to contest rules. Winners will be notified by phone, and can be present on Sunday, Dec. 11, at 4 pm at Grove Hall to accept their prizes. All prizes in each category will be awarded. The OGACC reserves the right to photograph the entries and winners  for promotional purposes.

8. All winning entries will be displayed at various Ocean Grove locations until Sunday, January 8, 2012. Winning entries must be picked up between 4 and 6 pm at the display locations on January 8, 2012, or they will become property of OGACC to be displayed, auctioned, or discarded. 

9. All non-winning entries MUST be removed, following the awards ceremony, and by 6 pm, on Sunday, Dec. 11, 2011, or they will become property of OGACC to be displayed, auctioned, or discarded. 

10. OGACC is not responsible for any loss or damage to entries while they are on display, or are being moved to various display locations.
